Last month 
we decided to ask Norbert to 
come and stay at HHCH to be

He is 
attending evening classes to get 
an accounting degree. So far 
Norbert has been doing a 
fantastic job showing himself 
to be hardworking and 
trustworthy. Jake will be giving 
him driving lessons for the next 
few months.  Once he has his 
license, it will be a big help to 
get supplies, etc. Please keep 
this young man in your prayers 
that he will continue to stay 
strong in the Lord.

Our 
co-worker plus two local pastors 
are teaching classes, as well as Jake 
teaching the Firm Foundations 
Class. It is wonderful to see the 
Word being taught and people so 

 hungry to hear and study it.
